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Latino Leaders to Gov. Quinn:
Latinos’ Future is Illinois” Future

Sustainable investment
in Latino communities is
no longer just a Latino is-
sue — the well-being of 1I-
linois’ Latino community is
inextricably linked to the
well-being of the entire
state. Several representa-
tives of a newly launched
strategic alliance that in-
cludes over 40 Illinois-
based, Latino organiza-
tions — which has identi-
fied itself as the Illinois
Latino Agenda stressed
this point to Gov. Pat Quinn
on Friday, May 21*.

“In these difficult times,
it’s absolutely vital that the
economic engine repre-
sented by Illinois Latinos
stay well-conditioned,”
said Sylvia Puente, execu-
tive director of the Latino

Policy Forum, a co-con-
vener of the Agenda.
Recognizing that commu-
nities across lIllinois are
hurting economically, 1lli-
nois Latino Agenda mem-
bers voiced several con-
cerns:

-Maintenance of current
state funding to Latinos is
critical. At a time where a
community representing
15 percent of the state
population only receives
5.5 percent of state grants,
proposed budget and ser-
vice cuts would go espe-
cially deep in local Latino
communities.

-The Illinois Latino
Agenda represent organi-
zations that are collec-
tively owed millions of dol-
lars in back payments by

the State, which jeopar-
dizes vital community pro-
grams and services.
Latino families often have
no “Plan B,” for childcare
and other services, mean-
ing that many face tough
decisions between work-
ing and caring for their
families.

Concern with sufficient
state employment opportu-
nities and state resources for
Latinos is documented in the
Blueprint for Latino Invest-
ment: A Latino Legislative
Agenda, a first-of-its-kind
report commissioned by the
Illinois Legislative Latino
Caucus Foundation and
prepared by the Latino
Policy Forum late last
year and can be viewed at
www.latinopolicyforum.org.
